1. Stacey Mari - Introductions
2. What did we accomplish since our last meeting?

· Tamara Yount and Kristin Raney talked about conferences and the teacher luncheon and the good comments about the food for the teachers.

· First year of costume swap and leftover costumes went to Federal Heights.  Made $55 and donated the money made to Federal Heights.  Will try again next year, and there will be more thought beforehand.

· Halloween Party was a huge success even with the fire alarm going off.  Tamara Yount wanted to thank all the volunteers for their help and mentioned team leaders by name.

Total net was $30,800, and $2900 in donations.  Stacey mentioned it was the most 
profit made.  Most successful fundraiser ever.

3. Steve DiRose, Financial Update
· Steve ran through the funding budget for the year.


Explained how the budget is laid out per column.

Stacey talked about how we were able to fund $300 to each teacher, learning 
specialists, specials teachers.  They have to submit receipts through the office, 
they are not just given $.  About 50% of budget goes to that.

· Still have not been billed for Entertainment Books.  

· Roughly 19K as surplus at this point plus rollover from last year.

4. Questions

· Parent asked what is the $0……Steve DiRose said it is an accounting issue right now, wanted to include it in the budget.  It is from the bucket filler book, and then went back to the team even though it was really PTO.  PTO paid for the assembly.

· Parent brought up the fact that she will need more than projected amount on budget.  250 turkeys is $1500, and that is the goal. 

· Pat Hagara asked about Federal Heights project….is it the PTO and the student council involved?

· Jen Weese said it is really a joint project between the two and make sure the council was involved in making the baskets and delivery etc. etc. Essentially each grade level will bring different foods; council will assemble again this year.  Same as last year.

· Federal Heights will take what ever number they can get.  Meridian families are taken care of as well, but it is just a handful of families.
· All week next week and the following week to collect food.  

· There are many options for donating to the project.  $6 per turkey from King  Soopers for 15-20 pound turkey.  Plus re-usable shopping bags and boxes.

· Steve DiRose asked regarding the amount being requested.  

· Need to know how many turkeys we are going to purchase.

· Jen thought that we need to be able to fill the baskets for all the turkeys.  Last year they did have to go out and buy some additional items.  

· Stacey said she needs to make a motion to approve the increase on the budget.  

· Tamara made a motion for an additional $600 in the budget.  Totaling $1600.  

· Approved.  225 turkeys this year.

· Pat wanted to say thank Heather Armon for stepping up to handle this project.  We can get the word out if we are low on some items.
· Heather is also asking for volunteers for delivering baskets.   She said there was a great reaction from the kids last year for the food baskets.

5.  Stacey Mari, Vote for Star Carts. 
· 28-30K surplus in the budget right now.  PTO ear-marked for technology.  There will be several other votes at the other meeting.  We are voting for 7 StarCarts….we need 15 for all the teachers to have one.  Jen Weese is working on a grant to get the other 8.  

· Mrs. Meier explained the technology of the Star Carts.  

· Stacey said that all teachers will be trained to use them and use them.

5. Misc discussions 
· Crossing Guards.  Sara Harp said there are currently 5 parents going through the training.  We really need 10-12.  Monique Jiminez is the contact person for the program.  Also the possibility of having a person watching children for the crossing.
· Heidi Henkel and the new role for PTO.  
· Stacey explained about the New Family Coordinator.  It’s a person to be the warm and fuzzy person for new families and especially Kindergarten families and an orientation for a back to school night before the official one.  Maybe bring back the boohoo yahoo event.

· Vote was 100% yes, approved purchase of 7 Star Carts.
